Marian is going to ask all of the league secretaries to take a survey on how to get more attendance to the meetings.

President Suda Bailey said Board recommended that Reba Abbott be elected as a member Emerita.   All members were in favor and she was elected by acclamation.

Committee Reports:

Reading Committee:

Laura Childress, Minutes reading Committee Chair reported on the Minutes of the April 5, 2003 Membership meeting. Two additions were needed and typos were noted.


City Tournament:
Marian Ainsworth gave a report on the City tournament and the standings.  She also stated that we would look into making the tournament one weekend with two shifts vs. 2 weekends with one shift.  A couple of people expressed a concern that it would be hard for those who worked and bowled traveling leagues.  It was stated this would be taken into consideration for next years tournament.

Legislative: (written report available)


Beverly Ross report that there was nothing new at this time.

Hall of Fame:


Beverly reported that there was one nomination that received after the deadline and that the nomination would be used for next years Hall of Fame - and reminded everyone that the deadline is December 1st.

Tournament Promotion: 

Patti Thornton reported that we gave away several Door Prizes, $500 in case and other gifts during the city Tournament.

BVL (written report available)

 Mavis Welsh reported on the BVL.  We collected $1412.25.  10% of that money will go to the Children's hearing impaired and the remaining will be sent to the BVL.  Mavis also stated that the Bowlers of America proudly present Recreation at the North Little Rock VA Hospital on May 18th at 7pm.  This is free and is well worth the time.  She encouraged everyone to attend.

Pick-a-Kid:  

No report given, however Suda did report that part of it will be a scholarship next year.  This would be for the older kids.

Membership Development:

Laura Childress reported on the various changes at the National level.  She asked everyone to go online to bowl.com and read about the upcoming change to be proposed at the national level.   The Plan of Merger will be voted on again this year. Some of the highlights - Delegates will have a say on dues and on the Bylaws.  The merger at a local level will be optional.  WIBC and ABC both must approve the merger.   The vote is a sealed ballot this year and will not be opened until after both ABC and WIBC have voted.   WIBC will present and delegates will also vote on a contingency plan whether or not the plan of merger is approved.  One of the items on the contingency plan is to allow men into WIBC.


Ways and Means:

Laura Childress  reported on the various items that will be on Sale at the State tournament.  We will have Golf Shirts, Tee Shirts, Towels, Pins and socks.  Also we are putting together a basket of goodies - ie Shoe covers, towels, grip sac - etc.  an estimated cost of $55 and value of $70 - we will have one of these to raffle off each weekend.  We will also have Ribbon magnets "Supporting Our Troops".   The projected income from the sale of the various items is approximately $15,000.  We have spent $9831 so far on these items.

We made $794.00 during the City tournament on the sale of  some of the above items.    

Laura asked for again for volunteers to work the tournament -and also stated that 10% of our shirt sales go to the state.   It was also stated that the Hosting association(s) were responsible for the delegate meeting and all the costs associated with the meeting.
